Competition Categories:  

Age Division Queen Title - Queens named in each age category receive a tiara, banner, trophy and discount on entry fee to South Carolina Our Little Miss Scholarship Program to be held on (Date to be determined) in (location), SC.  1st and  2nd alternates will also be named and awarded prizes in each age division. Each person will be judged in the following categories based on overall beauty, poise, dress/outfit, personality and modeling if applicable. (6 and under are not judged on modeling) Every contestant will receive a gift and discount to the state pageant.

· Beauty 25% – Party or Evening dress 
· Attire should be age appropriate in style and adornments. This is a Non-Glitz pageant!! However, jewels, sequins, pearls etc. can be worn on dresses and gowns. We ask that the adornment be conservative and allow the delegate to shine first…not the dress! No side midriff cutouts, indecent back exposure and no split skirts above the knees. There are no set rules for panty hose or socks for any age division. 
· Ages 0-9 Sunday Best or Pageant Dress -The length of the dress should not be long. The acceptable length is anywhere from fingertip length to mid-calf. Remember we are not looking for "Miniature Adults!" No dresses with the back lower than the contestants' shoulder blades…No exceptions. Strapless or one shoulder strapped dresses are not permitted and all straps must be at least a 1" minimum width. Halter-tops can be worn with 1" straps  
· Ages 10-12 Sunday Best or Pageant Dress -The length of the dress can be long (floor length) or short (fingertip to mid-calf) . Remember we are not looking for "Miniature Adults!" No dresses with the back lower than the contestants' shoulder blades…No exceptions. Strapless or one shoulder strapped dresses are not permitted and all straps must be at least a 1" minimum width. Halter-tops can be worn with 1" straps (For State and World Official you will need a short to mid calf type dress, long is ok for prelim)
· Ages 13 -17 The length of the dress should be floor length. An example of an appropriate dress would be a prom dress or a dress worn to a formal Prom. Back of dresses must not be below their waist line. Strapless or one shoulder strapped dresses are not permitted and all straps must be at least a 1" minimum width. Halter-tops can be worn with 1" straps. 

· Sportwear 25% - Must be an actively dressy outfit.
 
· No skirts, dresses, swimsuits, glittery costumes. 
· Rhinestones, sequins or any glittery objects are NOT allowed. This includes earrings, jewelry, clips or bows, and buttons. 
· Skorts can be worn, but they must resemble shorts in some way. 
· 0-2 Chaperones can wear a wedding or engagement ring during this competition. 
· Ages 0-12 Years– Example: Capri pants, walking shorts or dressy to casual pant outfit. 
· Ages 13 Years and over– Example: Suit or dressy/casual Capri outfit. Matching pant and jacket suits are acceptable. 

· Talent 50% – Ages 7+
· Talent time limit cannot exceed 2:30.
· All talent costumes must follow the guidelines given for the Party/Dress and Evening Gown Competitions.
· Disrobing - If an article of clothing leaves your body intentionally (such as a scarf or hat being thrown), this is considered disrobing and is a violation. Dropping batons by accident is not disrobing. A contestant can change batons, flags and similar talent implements. 
· A costume malfunction is not a violation, it is an infraction. This would be like a hat or losing a shoe accidentally (as opposed to an intentional throwing off of a hat, coat or shoe) during the talent presentation.
· Talent CD’s must be turned in at check-in and must only contain the song to which talent will be performed.


· Personality 50% – Ages 6 and under only.  Judged based on on-stage personality and stage presence. 


Optionals:

Photogenic 
· Both professional and candid photographs are acceptable; however, NO photo turned in can be digitally retouched in anyway; if a digitally enhanced picture is submitted it will not be judged. 

· Please place your contestant’s name and age division on the back of each photo(s) turned in. Photo(s) will be returned. 

· All photographs must be turned in no later than 30 minutes prior to the start of the pageant. 

· Photogenic photos are to be no larger than 8x10 and can be color or black and white

General Rules and Regulations: 
· Body glitter or hair glitter is not allowed. 
· Contestants ages 0-12 years are not allowed to wear fake nail tips (hands or toes). You must be at least 13 years of age to wear artificial nails. This includes a French manicure. Polish for girls ages 4 through age 12 should be clear or a very pale pastel. No nail polish is allowed on contestants ages 0-3. 
· Shoe heel requirements: Ages 0-9 no taller than 1.5” and ages 10-12 no taller than 2”. There is no heel regulation for ages 13 & up. 
· Expensive designer clothing is not necessary 
· NO clothing with cut out or open sides. 
· NO midriffs are permitted to show in any outfit for all age groups. 
· NO extremely low necklines in competition. 
· NO disrobing or garment removal during competition. 
· NO visual drawings on the body are allowed (i.e. tattoos) these must be covered! 
· NO excessive or extremely large earrings on younger children on stage or in photos. 
· NO extremely tight fitting gowns on older contestants. 
· NO Wigs/falls/hairpieces - Fake hair is allowed for medical reasons. A note from a licensed physician is required. 
· False teeth are only allowed for medical reasons. This is a normal growth process and braces and loss of teeth will not be counted against any contestant. Flippers (retainer based teeth to cover normal childhood tooth loss) are not allowed. 
· Ages 0-2 ONLY: On-stage escorts must not remove their hands from the contestant during any on-stage presentations 
· Simple coaching from the parent/guardian on stage is allowed but must not be overheard by the audience/judges. Encouraging the contestant to wave, smile or turn is acceptable but winks, blowing kisses and dancing are not. Coaching off stage by anyone will not be allowed in any division. Coaching from behind or beside the judges table is not allowed. You will be asked to stop immediately. 
· Prelim winners are expected to move on to compete in state. Title can be revoked if you choose not to.
· Winners are welcome to compete in other pageants as long as their appearances are made and they compete in State.
