AREAS OF COMPETITION

Interview – Contestants will interview with a panel of judges for 5 minutes. Judges will be looking at the contestant’s ability to be personable and express themselves in a natural and comfortable way.  Judges will not be asking political, controversial or current event questions. Judges will use the Contestant Fact Sheet as a go by for interview questions. The Judges are taking this time to learn more about who you are and your personality. Attire for interview should be modern and fashionable. Choices range from dresses, skirt and blouse to trendy suits. Be sure your outfit selection reflects your sense of style. Contestants will be scored from 1-10 and will account for 25% of their overall score. 
Fashion Wear – JR. TEENS ONLY: Contestants should wear something modern, fun and age appropriate. Semi-formal attire is too dressy for this area of competition. NO PROPS. Jackets, pocketbooks and hats will be allowed. Contestants will be scored from 1-10 and will account for 25% of their overall score.

Swimsuit – TEENS ONLY: Contestants can choose either a one piece or two-piece swimsuit. The bottoms should be full coverage with a minimum two inch width on the sides. Judges will be judging on physical fitness, modeling ability, and personality. Contestants will be scored from 1-10 and will account for 25% of their overall score.
Gown – Contestants should wear an age appropriate dress. Dresses should be long. Judges will be looking for poise, personality and beauty. Contestants will be scored from 1-10 and will account for 25% of their overall score.
Poise and Personality – Contestants will compete in poise and personality in their gown. Questions will be easy and come directly from the emcee sheet submitted with the contestant’s paperwork. When scoring the poise and personality segment, judges will take into consideration the contestant’s answer and the contestant’s overall performance during the pageant. Contestants will be scored from 1-10 and will account for 25% of their overall score.
**KPK Productions reserves the right to name a top 5 in each division based on the scores from interview, fashion wear/swimsuit and evening gown. The top 5 would then compete in poise and personality and this score would be added to scores previously earned in interview, fashion wear/swimsuit and gown.
BACKSTAGE

We will have many volunteers backstage to assist the contestants with wardrobe changes. No one is allowed backstage except pageant staff. Contestants are allowed to have someone complete their hair and make-up prior to the competition, but there will be no hair and make-up artist allowed backstage before or during the competition. 
OPTIONAL COMPETITIONS

Black and White Photogenic – Photograph should be a head/shoulders picture. Only one photograph may be submitted. Photograph should be sent via email or cd. There will be one winner for each division.
Color Photogenic - Photograph should be a head/shoulders picture. Only one photograph may be submitted. Photograph should be sent via email or cd. There will be one winner for each division.
Overall Photogenic – There will be an overall photogenic winner. To be eligible for this award, contestant must enter black and white and color photogenic competitions. The overall winner may or may not be a black and white or color photogenic divisional winner.
Cover Girl  - This award recognizes the contestant in each division with style and model qualities. Contestant should submit a black and white or color photograph. The photograph should be a ¾ or full body shot. A winner for each division will be chosen based on the photograph entered. Only one photograph may be submitted for this competition. Photograph should be sent via email or cd. 
Overall Cover Girl – The overall winner will not also be a division winner. This award will recognize the contestant that the judges believe has the “it” factor, style and model qualities. The overall winner will be the recipient of the photo shoot for Supermodels Unlimited.
Community Service – This is an overall award that recognizes the contestant that has spent time serving her community as a volunteer. Contestants should submit an essay outlining their community involvement. Contestants are encouraged to provide documentation of the community involvement outlined in the essay. However, please be efficient with documentation provided. There will only be one winner for all age divisions.

Optional Categories will be judged by a separate panel of judges.

PROGRAM BOOK 

Contestant should submit a color headshot to be used in the program book. No crown or banners should be worn in the headshot submitted for the program book. The photograph should be emailed or submitted on a cd and be in JPEG format and minimum of 300 dpi.

OPENING NUMBER

TEENS should wear a royal blue cocktail dress and JR. TEENS should wear a baby blue cocktail dress. You will need to wear silver heels for the opening. In addition, you may accessorize your opening number outfit with rhinestone jewelry.

On Friday, February 25th, the Jr. Teen and Teen contestants will participate in a Disney Princess Party with the Young South Carolina Princess Pageant contestants.
